Chairman of the Board

James Keith Kallstrom, 78

Fairfield, CT - James Keith Kallstrom, a beloved husband, father and
grandfather, and a decorated US Marine and FBI Agent, died July 3 at the
age of 78 at his home in Fairfield, Connecticut.

His was a life defined by service: to his family, his country, and to the
children of Marines and law enforcement personnel whose parents paid
the ultimate price in defending us. Known as Jim or Jimmy to his many
friends, he was the first person you'd call if you were in trouble. He was
also the last person you'd want to see if you were a terrorist or mafiosi
intent on causing it.

He was - to his fellow Americans, but above all, to his family - a hero.

In 1996, an anxious nation looked to Jim for answers in the wake of
the tragic crash of TWA Flight 800 off the coast of Long Island. As the
Assistant Director in charge of the FBI's flagship New York office, Jim
led a sprawling 16-month investigation that the Washington Post described as "one of the most expansive inquiries
in airline history." During those uncertain months, Jim was a constant presence beaming into living rooms across
America, demonstrating the direct, plainspoken leadership style that won him the admiration and loyalty of so
many of his fellow agents.

Jim's leadership and love of country was honed in the United States Marine Corps, where he served from 1966-
1969, seeing extensive combat with the 1st battalion, 3rd Marines in Vietnam in 1967. When he returned home, a
chance meeting set him on the path to becoming an FBI special agent, beginning with a 1971 posting in the
Baltimore field office. Across a distinguished 27-year career, Jim pioneered some of the bureau's most innovative
surveillance practices. His technical wizardry was so renowned that some colleagues took to calling him "Q" after
the fictional special agent who made clever spy gadgets for James Bond. A 1996 New York Times story said Jim's
crimefighting techniques played "a critical role in the arrests of every major organized crime leader and terrorist
in New York in the last 20 years, including those involved with the World Trade Center bombing in 1993."

Jim retired from the FBI in 1997, and worked in the private sector before once again answering the call to serve.
After 9/11, then New York Governor George Pataki appointed him to lead a new state public security office
responsible for preventing future terrorist attacks.

Jim was never much of a golfer and in retirement he threw himself into the Marine Corps - Law Enforcement
Foundation (MC-LEF) that he helped found in 1995 with several of his Marine brothers, to provide educational
and other humanitarian benefits to children who had lost a parent in service. He served as MC-LEF's Chairman of
the Board until his passing, helping to raise over $86 million for over 4,600 recipients since the charity's
inception.

James Keith Kallstrom was born in Worcester, MA on May 6, 1943 to Todd, a big band trumpeter and Edna, a
registered nurse. He has two siblings: Roger Kallstrom of South Chatham, MA and Lynn Cangelosi of Worcester,
MA. Jim spent summers in his youth on the beaches of Cape Cod and eventually made his way back in retirement,
finding a dream home on beautiful Onset Bay. If you walked on to the back deck, you would find a flagpole with
The Stars and Stripes on top and two Marine Corps flags right below it. And underneath those flags, you would
find Jim at his happiest:

At home, surrounded by his devoted wife of 50 years Sue, his daughters Kristel and Erika, his grandchildren,
and the family and friends who loved him so much.

NEW YORK, NY- The Marine Corps-Law Enforcement
Foundation (MC-LEF) today announced that retired
Marine General Peter Pace, 16th Chairman of the Joint
Chiefs of Staff, and current member of MC-LEF’s Board of
Directors, has been elected Chairman of the Board.
General Pace succeeds Jim Kallstrom, who served as
Chairman from MC-LEF’s founding in 1995 until his death
in July, 2021.

“Jim Kallstrom was a remarkable leader, mentor, and
role model. I am proud to have called him friend, and will
do everything I can to ensure his legacy of service contin-
ues,” General Pace said. “I am both honored and humbled
to be asked to succeed Jim as MC-LEF’s next Chairman. I
look forward to continuing our mission of educating the
children of those who have sacrificed all.”

General Pace retired in 2007, after more than 40 years of
active service in the United States Marine Corps. As the
sixteenth Chairman of the Joint Chiefs of Staff (2005-
2007), he served as the principal military advisor to the
President, the Secretary of Defense, the National Security
Council and the Homeland Security Council. He also
served as Vice Chairman of the Joint Chiefs of Staff (2001-
2005), the first Marine to serve in either of these positions.

During his distinguished career, General Pace held com-
mand at virtually every level, beginning as a Rifle Platoon
Leader in Vietnam. He also served in Europe, Japan,
Thailand, South Korea, and Somalia.

In June, 2008, General Pace was awarded the
Presidential Medal of Freedom, the highest civilian honor
a President can bestow.

He is currently serving on the Board of Directors of sev-
eral corporate entities involved in management consulting,
private equity, and cybersecurity.

General Pace is associated with a number of charities
focused on supporting veterans and their families. He is the
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General Pace

senior military adviser to the President George W. Bush
Institute’s Military Service Initiative. He and his wife
Lynne are longtime supporters of the Fisher House
Foundation, and both serve on the advisory board for Our
Military Kids, an organization that supports children of
deployed Guard and Reserve personnel with tutoring and
enrichment activities.

“General Pace’s reputation of leadership and philan-
thropic achievements is second to none,” said Ed Boran,
President of MC-LEF. “He has long been a valuable mem-
ber of our Board, and we look forward to our foundation’s
continued success under his guidance.”

Born in Brooklyn and raised in Teaneck, NJ, General
Pace graduated from the United States Naval Academy in
1967. He holds a master’s degree in administration from
George Washington University, attended the Harvard
University Senior Executives in National and International
Security program, and graduated from the National War
College.

I felt my dad there
with me. And I am so grateful | was able to share with
the audience the secret to life that my dad once shared
with me.

My dad was such a good person, and so too are the
many people who support and dedicate their lives to
MC-LEF. This foundation is the embodiment of good-
ness. It means the world to me that I get to be a part of
it, and to carry on my dad’s legacy for years to come.

The recipient of the James K. Kallstrom Award for
Bravery in CY 2020 was LCpl Noelle C. Gallegos,
Patrolman, Marine Corps Installation-Pacific, Marine Corps
Base Camp Butler, Military Police Precinct, Courtney,
Okinawa, Japan.

The award is administered by the Marine Corps-Law
Enforcement Foundation (MC-LEF) and serves to
recognize those military police personnel, who in the
performance of their duties, best exemplify the ethos of
protect and serve, honor, courage and commitment, and a
genuine con-cern for the well-being of the Corps, fellow
Marines, and the community they serve.

The Bravery Award was presented to LCpl Gallegos for her
actions on 30 August 2020 when she risked her own safety to
prevent an armed individual from harming herself and others
within the immediate proximity. Lance Corporal Gallegos’
actions displayed bravery and the ability to make sound
tactical decisions during a moment of life-threatening stress.

While in an off-duty status, LCpl Gallegos was sleeping
in preparation for her upcoming shift when she was
awakened by her roommate who was screaming in a frantic
manner and physically destroying various items in the
conjoined restroom. After immediately investigating the
noise to ensure her roommate was okay, LCpl Gallegos dis-
covered the restroom in a state of disarray and her emotion-
ally disturbed roommate stating she was going to kill herself.

After assessing the situation, LCpl Gallegos exercised
sharp presence of mind by immediately running to inform
the barracks duty and to enlist assistance in de-escalating
the emergency. While running to notify the duty, LCpl
Gallegos simultaneously called the Emergency Dispatch
Center to ensure dispatching of on-duty Military Police and
Emergency Medical Services to her location.

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When returning to her barracks room, LCpl Gallegos
noticed her roommate had exited the room and was in the
hallway still exhibiting very erratic behavior. LCpl
Gallegos assisted her room-mate back into the room, but at
that point her roommate gained access to a knife. The
roommate also displayed explicit and immediate intent to
cause self-harm. As her roommate attempted to place the
knife against her throat, LCpl Gallegos did not hesitate to
physically disarm the com-bative and mentally unstable
individual. In doing so, LCpl Gallegos gained positive con-
trol of her roommate, and the weapon in order to prevent
any additional aggression or harm.

After the arrival of on-duty Military Police, the room-
mate’s demeanor initially became cooperative. However,
the roommate’s temperament and mental state rapidly fluc-
tuated. The roommate suddenly moved toward a nearby
table within the barracks room and obtained an ink pen.
After grabbing the pen, the subject began repeatedly and
forcibly stabbing the pen into her arm while starting to
move towards the window of the fourth deck barracks room.

Remaining alert and aware of the situation, LCpl
Gallegos again intervened to quickly and effectively disarm
the subject and stop her from reaching the window and
potentially committing a very serious act of self-harm to the
subject or anyone within the room.

LCpl Gallegos’ dedication to duty and bravery in the face
of immediate and present danger exemplified the duty and
honor synonymous with the Military Police occupational
specialty.

In a ceremony conducted on 3 November 2021, at Marine
Corps Base, Camp Butler, Okinawa, Japan, Major General
William J. Bowers, Commanding General, Marine Corps
Installation Pacific, Marine Corps Base, Camp Butler, present-
ed LCpl Noelle C. Gallegos the Marine Corps - Law
Enforcement Foundation (MC-LEF) James K. Kallstrom
etched glass award for Bravery and a check for $1,500.

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2021 Lake Las Vegas MC-LEF Annual Golf Tournament

On Monday, November 8, 2021, the SouthShore Country Club at
Lake Las Vegas hosted the 15th annual charity golf tournament bene-
fitting the Marine Corps — Law Enforcement Foundation. On a per-
fect day in Henderson Nevada, a suburb of Las Vegas, a full field of
golfers took to the links and played in a scramble format. “We raised
more than $135,000. after expenses this year and since the first tourna-
ment in 2005 we have raised nearly $2 million "Mike Tobey, co-founder
of the MC-LEF Committee and the driving force behind the annual tour-
nament said.

Once again, to kick off the event, Marines from the 23rd Marine
Regiment from Nellis Airforce Base presented the colors and
SouthShore resident Sharon Sharp sang the National Anthem. In addi-
tion to a fun day of golf, a silent auction was held raising $23,000. New
Committee Member, Karen (“Ping”) Pingatore handled the Silent
Auction finding many fun and unique items to auction off. “This is my
first year. [ had a great time and I’m proud to be part of such a wonder-
ful cause, Ping said. One very unique item we had at this year’s event
was a fully guided Elk Hunt in Humboldt County, CA. This item by
itself raised $12,800,” Ping added.

On July 27, 2021, there was a tragic incident involving the Nevada Highway Patrol giving chase to a criminal
suspect. Forty-six-year-old Micah May, a 13-year Trooper with the Highway Patrol was participating in the appre-
hension of a suspect involved in a stolen vehicle. Other Troopers had chased the stolen vehicle for approximate-
ly 20 miles. Trooper May was deploying spike strips on Interstate 15, when he
was struck by the stolen vehicle. The subject was then shot and killed by other
Troopers as he reached for Trooper May’s service weapon. Trooper May died of
his injuries two days later.

Trooper May and his wife Joanna have two young children. Mike Tobey, felt
the need to do something special for this wonderful family. “When I read about
this in the newspaper I called the President of MC-LEF, Ed Boran and asked if we
could do something for the children,” Mike said, and Ed’s response was, “of
course!” Officer May’s wife and two children attended the opening ceremony
where it was announced that the foundation was giving each child a $20,000
scholarship.

During the banquet following the tournament, we were honored to have Ed
Boran provide participants with an overview of the great service MC-LEF provides to the families of our fallen
heroes. “We are blessed to have the support of the SouthShore MC-LEF Committee and the SouthShore
Community,” Ed said. “The generosity shown each year by participants of this tournament truly makes a difference
in the lives of children. Indeed, we all saw
that firsthand during opening ceremonies
here today.”

“This year’s tournament winners shot
a remarkable 19 under par score of 52.
